Anomaly Indications:

Initially all CDS mnemonics will flag because CDS will be put into “snooze” mode.  Five minutes later, the processor will reboot and several mnemonics will return within limits.  Others will stay in alarm.  These will include the following GIS Detector Currents:

CIEG+12V violates Red Low limit

CIEG+5V violates Red Low limit

CIEG-12V violates Red Low limit

Main Activities:

1. Monitor limit violations to confirm contingency is a watchdog trigger.

2. Make notifications.

3. Open up NRT link for CDS team to recover the instrument.

Contact the OE IMMEDIATELY when these three parameters go RED and the contingency has been identified.

Notify the emergency contact for the CDS instrument team and inform them of the watchdog  trigger.  Open up the NRT link for the CDS team to recover the instrument.
